Spiritual Reading: 
 
In the first chapter of Fratelli tutti, Pope Francis outlines some trends in the 
world today that he finds running counter to seeing each other as brothers and 
sisters: the throwaway culture, the stalled expansion of human rights, fear of im-
migrants, and the superficiality of digital connection to name a few.. Francis 
highlights how these, and other issues, are all connected by an elevation of the 
individual over concern for the whole of humanity: 
ñThe gap between concern for oneôs personal well-being and the prosperity of 
the larger human family seems to be stretching to the point of complete division 
between individuals and human communityé It is one thing to feel forced to live 
together, but something entirely different to value the richness and beauty of 
those seeds of common life that need to be sought out and cultivatedò (31).
